The USDA-APHIS Wildlife Services assists in solving problems that are 

> created when wildlife cause damage to agriculture, urban, or natural 

> resources.  Assistance is provided in the form of technical assistance 

> or direct control.  In your case, I would highly suggest a no-feeding 

> ordinance.  It is one of the first steps that should be taken to 

> control concentrations of Canada geese.

> 

> Canada goose management requires a multi-disciplinary or integrated 

> pest management approach.  These methods include:

> 1.        removal of food resources: food handouts, planting tall fescue 

> (K-31), repellents         

> 2.        multiple harassment methods: pyrotechnics, Mylar tape, hazing, 

> border collies 

> 3.        habitat modification: dense shoreline vegetation, flight 

> obstructions, vision obstacles 

> 4.        physical barriers: fencing, Mylar barrier, overhead grid 

> 5.        population control:  hunting, egg addling, depredation permit 

>

> Although resident Canada geese are non-migratory, they are still 

> managed by the USFWS as a migratory waterfowl.  Therefore, all permits 

> must be issued through the USFWS.  In order to receive a depredation 

> permit in NC, Wildlife Services must first approve the request through 

> a recommendation (WS Form 37).  However, as of January 2007, a 

> Wildlife Services’ recommendation WS form 37 is NOT required for an egg 

> addling/nest destruction permit.  Individuals and Businesses are required to register

> on line at www.fws.gov under the "permit"section.   There you will find 

> that many of your questions will be answered regarding Canada goose 

> management..   

> 

> Non-lethal methods must first be attempted before a depredation permit 

> is granted.  Depredation permits usually allow the shooting of 10% of 

> the birds.  Because of this the permittee must be in a location where 

> firearms can be legally discharged.  Permits can be issued for a goose 

> round-up but a qualified agent must be hired and these geese must be 

> humanely euthanized.  Round-ups are only possible during the molt, 

> making the window of opportunity brief (June 10 - July 10).  Wildlife 

> damage control agents in NC can be located by visiting the NCWRC 

> website at http://www.wildlife.state.nc.us/, and then clicking on 

> ?Coexisting with Wildlife.?

> 

> In addition, legal hunting is a viable option for reducing the numbers 

> of Canada geese.  Contact the North Carolina Wildlife Resources 

> Commission for the 2007-2008 season dates at 1-800-675-0263.  The 

> dates are posted on their website as well.
