UNDER THIS AGREEMENT, YOU MUST BE A DEERCROFT PROPERTY OWNER AND BE PRESENT DURING THE USE OF THIS FACILITY.
Deercroft Homeowners’ Association Clubhouse Usage Policy
1)    Fire codes prohibit the use of the Clubhouse for groups larger than 100.

2) There is generally no deposit required for Association related functions: i.e. Board Meetings, Committee Meetings, Association Special Functions, Concerned Members Meetings, etc.  However, the person reserving the Clubhouse will be responsible for ensuring that the Facility is properly cleaned.
3) Floors must be swept and mopped (wood floor mop/no soap) after every function.  If they are not, the responsible party will be charged a $70.00 cleaning fee.

4) Property Owners may use the Clubhouse for private functions.  A deposit of $70.00 is required to cover any damages and cleaning if deem necessary by the DHA Office. This deposit will be refunded if the Facility is cleaned in accordance with a cleanliness checklist appended hereto.

5) To assure the sound system is maintained in good operating order a fee of $200 is required as deposit by homeowners for private parties. This deposit is refundable if system is working properly after use of facility.

6)    Any outside facilities (i.e. tents) must be approved by the Committee.

7) Application for use of the Clubhouse Facility must be made in writing by the Property owner. The application may be secured from the DHA Office or the website (http://www.deercrofthomeowners.com) and must be returned at least two (2) weeks prior to the requested date of use with the deposit fee.

8) The DHA Office or Board Member will inspect Clubhouse prior to and after the scheduled event to ensure that the Clubhouse is clean and undamaged.

9) The Applicant will be responsible for any activity or function for which the Facility is used after approval has been received.  Improper conduct, whether inside or out of the Facility will not be tolerated.  Misuse and/or misconduct will be considered by the Board in subsequent requests from the Applicant.

10) The deposit fee is refundable only after the DHA Office/Board Member has determined that the Facility has been returned to its pre-use condition. Abuse of or failure to properly clean the Clubhouse after use may result in forfeiture of the deposit and will also be considered by the Board in subsequent requests from the Applicant.

11) Applicant agrees not only to be responsible to the Board for any damages done to the Facility, the furnishings and/or equipment, but also recognizes that he/she, and not the Board, is liable for any damages or injuries sustained by anyone using the Facility or equipment during the use period. The Applicant further agrees to indemnify and save harmless the Board or Deercroft Homeowner’s Association from any loss or damage resulting from or arising out of the use of the Facility by the Applicant. 

12) The Applicant will be responsible for orderly parking; and if necessary, furnish police protection. Damage to the grounds from improper parking or otherwise shall be the responsibility of the Applicant. No parking is allowed on any of the grass area adjacent to the Clubhouse. All vehicles should park in the parking lot beyond the split rail fence. Entrance to this lot is through the driveway for the golf course. Parking for loading and unloading is permitted on the circle drive for the Clubhouse.
13) There shall be no changes made in the electrical wiring, lighting equipment or public address system.

14) No stage equipment shall be changed or removed, nor shall any nails or any other defacing device be inserted into the walls, floor or ceiling.

15) No concession will be extended by virtue of use of the Facility. (i.e. use of the pool, golf course, tennis court, etc.)

16) The Board reserves the right to require the Applicant to secure additional liability insurance depending upon the nature of the activity for which the Facility is being used.

17) THE SALE OF ALCOHOL IS PROHIBITED. The Applicant accepts full responsibility for the serving of alcoholic beverages.  A copy of ABC Section .0700 outlining this responsibility is available upon request.

18) All trash must be bagged and secured after the use of the Clubhouse. Please do not place bagged trash outdoors unless secured inside a can with a lid.

19) The Board reserves the right to refuse use of the Facility to anyone.

20) The Clubhouse is a smoke-free environment.

21) Deercroft Homeowners’ Association activities have scheduling priority.

CHECK LIST FOR CLEANING OF CLUBHOUSE

Please read before cleaning the floor!!!
1. Clean off all table tops and place chairs back on the tables

2. Dust the laminate floor with the vacuum cleaner or the large dust mop

3. Use the large mop to make the floor mildly damp using water as sparingly as possible (please do not slide the chairs or tables across the floor)

4. Empty all wastebaskets; bagged & secure trash to be placed in the outside containers after the use of the Clubhouse. Place new trash bags (stored in kitchen cabinet under pass-through) in containers.

5. Clean both bathroom sinks, counters, and toilets

6. Sweep & wet mop both bathrooms, hall and kitchen floors with the floor cleaner (use small sponge mop)

7. Wipe off kitchen counters and center island

8. Remove all items from the refrigerator
